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ABOUT THE WARD

The small village of Gorseinon grew dramatically during the late 19" and early 20"
Centuries with the establishment of several steel and tinplate works and the expansion of
coal mining in the area. Significant housing development took place at this time, mainly in
the area either side of High Street in the form of traditional terraced properties. Larger
semi-detached housing was also developed on Alexandra Road to the west of the town
centre, and during the inter war period along Pontarddulais Road to the north. The post-
war period saw the development of housing in the area to the west of Pontarddulais Road.

Recent years have seen a new trend of housing development on large brownfield sites left
behind by the closure of the steel and tinplate works — in particular, the development of
Bryngwyn Village, consisting of a mix of apartment blocks and 2, 3 & 4 bedroom semi-
detached and detached houses.
