1 THIS NOTICE is issued by the Council under section 187A of the above Act, because
they consider that a condition imposed on a grant of planning permission, relating to
the land described in paragraph 2 below, has not been complied with. The Council
consider that you should be required to comply with the condition specified in this
notice.

2 THE LAND TO WHICH THE NOTICE RELATES

Land at 619/623 Gower Road, Upper Killay, Swansea shown edged red on the
attached plan.

3 THE RELEVANT PLANNING PERMISSION

The relevant planning permission to which this notice relates is the permission granted
by the Council on 08 October 2007 for Revised house types on plots 1 and 2 and
amendments to plots 3 and 4 (amendment to planning permission 2006/1117 granted
on 20" February 2007, Ref: 2007/1869 (copy enclosed).

4 THE BREACH OF CONDITION

The following condition has not been complied with:

10. Prior to the beneficial use of the new residential properties, a new footway shall
be constructed along the site frontage replacing the dropped kerbs and returning the
footway to normal pedestrian use.



2 WHAT YOU ARE REQUIRED TO DO

As the person responsible for the breach of condition specified in paragraph 4 of this
notice, you are required to comply with the stated condition by taking the following
steps:

Construct a new footway along the site frontage, replace the kerbs and return
the footway to normal pedestrian use.

1 The development shall be commenced not later than the expiration of 5 years from the date of this planning
permission and shall be completed in accordance with the said application plans and conditions prior to any
part thereof being brought into beneficial use.

Reason: To comply with the provisions of Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning Act, 1990 and to
ensure that the development is completed in accordance with the plans approved by the City and County of
Swansea, and so avoid any detriment to amenity or public safety by works remaining uncompleted.

2 Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order
1995, (or any Order revoking or amending that Order), Classes A, B, C, D, E of Part 1 of Schedule 2 shall
not apply.

Reason: The development hereby approved is such that the Council wish to retain control over any future
development being permitted in order to ensure that a satisfactory form of development is achieved at all
times.

3 Before the development hereby approved is occupied the means of enclosing the boundaries of the site and
individual curtilages of all dwellings shall be completed in accordance with details to be submitted to and
approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.

Reason: In the interests of visual amenity and general amenity.

4 No development shall take place without the prior written approval of the Local Planning Authority of a
scheme for the landscaping of the site. The landscaping scheme shall be carried out within 12 months from
the completion of the development. Any trees or shrubs planted in accordance with this condition which are
removed, die, become seriously diseased within two years of planting shall be replaced by trees or shrubs of
similar size and species to those originally required to be planted.

Reason: To ensure that the site is satisfactorily landscaped having regard to its location and the nature of
the proposed development, and to accord with Section 197 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.
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
